1.	Meeting was called to order at 6:33 pm by Karen Odegard.

2.	Presentation of Monthly Financial Report by Lynn Bisset.    The financial statement was reviewed.  The changes were in membership expenses as initial payment was made in October as well as Parent Ed with payment made.  Financial statements will be filed for audit as presented.

3.	Principal’s report by Mike Deletis.  
A.  Construction is continuing as scheduled.  The district is scheduled to take possession of the Performing Arts building in August.  
B.  Grant requests from the school include:
	1.  Screening of Finding Kindness.   We have a request to participate in two district wide screenings of the film called Finding Kindness.  The cost is estimated at $500.  More information will be coming.
	2.  Student Recognition funds – the school would like $200 to utitlize as “L” Café bucks so that departments can recognize individual students achievement by giving rewards for demonstrating key traits.
	3.  Calculators – the school is requesting assistance from the PTSA in purchasing new versions of calculators.  Each calculator costs approximately $150 and 10 will be purchased.  These calculators will then be available for students to rent for $10 each.  The school will provide the additional funds needed to purchase the calculators.
	4.  Star Protocal $100 Thank you cards – the school is requesting $100 worth of Starbucks cards (20 cards at $5 each) to present as thank you gifts to teachers who agree to participate in the Star Protocal program.  In this program teachers visit classrooms inside and outside of the district to observe high quality teaching and reflect on their own instruction and how it can be improved.  

“I make a motion that we approve the enrichment grant request for $1,000 to assist the school with purchasing the new calculators,” by Lynn Bisset.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken, motion carries.

C.  The High School Scheduling Committee is continuing its work.  Currently the committee is working through setting criteria to them match any schedule change to the set criteria.  Information about the meetings is available on the district website.

4. 	Council Report/President’s Report by Karen Odegard.  
A.  Council is requiring each elected officer to attend one training per year.
B.  Update - Directories are being worked on.  Karen would like to get them out by Thanksgiving.  “L” Decals are in and will go home with directories to all members.
C.  December 6th meeting will be at Karen’s home.  All chairs will be invited as well and the meeting will include a social hour/holiday get-together following the meeting.


5. 	Committee Reports
A.  Membership by Cindy Newbury.  We currently have 501.  Discussion regarding drive for more members.  Plan to review website logins for people who have logged in, but not joined yet.  Also, we will ask which staff members would like to use the donated memberships.
B.  Newsletter – electronic newsletter will be coming out on the 15th each month.
C. Class of 2014 – eCycle Fundraising Plan of Action was presented by Lynn Bisset.

“I make a motion to approve the Class of 2014 eCycle Fundrasier,” by Leslie Neighbor.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken, motion carries.

D.  ISF Report by Lisa Phillips.  ISF is preparing for “All in for Kids” previously Calling for Kids.  The plan is to have 90% of donations in prior to calls beginning on Nov 16th, 17th,  & 18th.  Goal is $250,000.  So far the campaign has raised $167,000.  Lisa requested that Liberty PTSA make a donation to All in for Kids campaign as donors appear in publications.  Discussion regarding using the $125 in the budget for ISF mailer as our donation since no mailer is being done this year.  We will send in a check for $125 to ISF and keep the $1,000 donation to donate for the luncheon.  Luncheon date for spring will be May 10, 2012.
E.  Reflections report by Karen Odegard.  Reflections had 2 participants.
J.  Staff Appreciation by Sabrina Zimmerman.  Staff was happy with the event provided on 10/8.  The committee helped with senior interviews by providing orange juice and fruit (approximately $50 worth).  Recommending these funds be available again next year.  The next big event will be the holiday cookie exchange for staff.  Dropoff will be 12/13 with volunteers needed on 12/14 to package and distribute the cookies to all staff members.

8.	New business 
A.  AIM Insurance.  Lynn Bisset presented the current AIM insurance policy for review.  Everyone agreed that the coverage seemed appropriate.  Karen will check with other high school  PTSAs to see if our levels are typical.
B.  Schools request for Student Recognition Funds.  Budget currently has extra funds in “Students in Need” and no funds in the “Student Recognition Fund”

“I make a motion that we move $200 from Students in Need to Student Recognition Funds,” by Leslie Neighbor.  Motion was seconded.  Vote taken, motion carries.

C. Finding Kindness request – Decision was made to table this request until the December meeting so we can investigate more information about it.
