Keep your
gestures open and remember that it is still okay to touch your teen - a
hug or a pat on the back or a touch on the hand shows your support for
your teen.

The PTA’s focus is determined at the yearly Washington State PTA Legislative Assembly. It was
a privilege to attend and to cast my vote for this year’s top five issues.
-- Carolyn Kine, Liberty High PTSA Legislative Representative

WSPTA'’s Top Five Priority Issues:

1) Basic Education Funding advances the Education Finance reform legislation, ESHB 2261 that passed
in 2009. It includes restoring early learning and highly capable programs.

2) Strengthening Math and Science Curriculum and Education is aligned with the new WA math and
science standards, and national math panel recommendations.

3) Washington State Assessment System Improvements make the state assessment system more
efficient and focused on student learning, while preserving high standards. The new system will use
nationally comparable individual student progress data, amongst other diagnostic tools.

4) Support State Board of Education CORE 24 Framework endorses the CORE 24 framework proposed
by the State Board of Education. However, the state must provide adequate, sustainable, supplemental
funding to implement this proposal.

5) Support Rational Approaches to Teacher Compensation advances the goals of ESHB 2261 relating to
teacher standards, certification, and compensation.

Other supported issues include:

6) Creating a School Safety Zone to increase penalties for crimes committed against children within
school district designated walking zones, and within 100 feet of bus stops.

7) Autism Insurance Parity that uses health insurance coverage for the diagnosis and treatment of
autism spectrum disorders.

8) School Emergency Preparedness that requires schools to have emergency supplies and equipment on
hand as recommended by the American Red Cross, FEMA, and other state and national emergency
management experts.

9) School Traffic Safety that mandates the creation of school speed zones sighage, and standardized
advance warning signs that must include the word “School” to be posted on highways, roads, or streets
adjacent to a public school.

10) Training for School Nurses that seeks to provide state funding for regional training and support for
school nurses.

11) Firearm Violence Prevention that promotes the safe storage of firearms to help curb unsupervised
access to firearms by children and adolescents.

12) Conditional Scholarships will provide links between state conditional college scholarships/loan
repayment and federal conditional scholarships/loan repayment programs. Scholarships and loan
repayment will be given in exchange for teaching in Washington State’s public K-12 high-need schools,
and in subjects such as special education, math, science, and bi-lingual education.

13) Music and Arts Education to ensure that every child will have access to music and arts training,
with a focus on critical thinking, in order to provide a balanced education.

14) Increase Funding and Support for Highly Capable Students that provides identification of,
and education for, at least 3% of gifted students enrolled in each district.
