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Cash for Kids Campaign 
 
Each year, at the start of school, the Liberty High PTSA asks for direct donations through our 
Cash for Kids campaign.  We use these funds to support the kids at our school.  In  each of the 
past few years, we have received about $8,000 through this program and a similar amount from 
families donating through United Way or corporate donations.  So far  this year we have received 
about $2,700 from direct donations and $2,000 from our corporate donations.  As you can see, 
we have a long way to go to reach our goals so I hope you will consider making a donation today.  
 
How are the funds used?  We fund several programs that help students in need with scholarships, 
fees, school supplies, etc. and ot her programs to support our students.  The majority of our 
donated funds go out in grants to Liberty staff to help enrich the classroom experience or to 
enhance the health and well -being of our students.  Last year, we were able to fund about

Working to Finance Education

Between the disaster in the Gulf of Mexico, with consequences to the ecosystem that are not  
yet fathomable, and the loss of potentially $250,000,000 Race -to-the-Top federal grant monies 
to improve education in Washington State, it was a discouraging summer.  I call it the Puget 
Sound three-step dance.  We move three paces forward, and then two p aces back; and 
ultimately we made no progress except in theory.  Yes, the HB 2261 bill to re -make the 
education system in Washington State initially passed. Then the PTSA was forced to sue the 
state because they didn't want to fund all the necessary change s to produce accountability and 
quantifiable results, particularly in a "down" economy.  Isn't that a Catch -22 right there?  
Without the willingness and money to make the changes to upgrade our education system, we 
were not able to compete for the Race -to-the-Top funds.  The other 19 states that were 
serious about upgrading their education systems are in the final competition for the money - 
even though we are an important state with a significant population, and should have received 
something.  Perhaps we were misled that we ever had a real chance when we filed for round 
two of the competition, and it was a case of too little, too late?  I liken it to a Viking ship. If 
half the ship is rowing in one direction, and the other half is rowing in the opposite di rection, 
the net result is stasis, which means we go in circles, unable to progress.  We have to all be 
rowing in the same direction if we are to achieve something.  It becomes obvious that 
Washington State is not a progressive state, and may even be a regressive state, for who 
doesn't want our kids to receive a world -class education?  In this we are somehow all to blame 
because we didn't force the issue of accountability upon those who were rowing the Viking ship 
in the opposite direction from that which t he PTSA wanted us all to row, e.g. towards a bright 
future.  We need to continue to bring pressure for improvement in education financing in 
Washington State.  Please watch for opportunities to join the PTSA in reminding our legislators 
that education is n ot the place for cuts in these tough economic times.
